· narrative features that can help the young learners of English memorize the text (rhymes, alliteration, onomatopoeia, repetitive language)

·  high quality illustrations to stimulate imagination and support  understanding

· stories related to children’s interests and experiences 

· stories that offer opportunities for emotional development

· stories linked to cross-curricular topics

· stories related to other cultures

· stories linked to the curriculum
Criteria for selecting graded readers
The same criteria for selecting picturebooks. In addition:

· language level (functions, structures and vocabulary)

· traditional fairy- tales that children already know

· fantasy stories and modern stories

· CD or free audio recording of the story downloadable from the publishers' website

· playscript of the story (included in the book or available on the website)

· and ...
